The manuscript “Isoflavone content and antioxidant activity of soybean inoculated with plant-growth promoting rhizobacteria” represents a research on the use of plant growth promoting rhizobacteria (PGPR), elicitors of plant immune system, as a new method in crop protection and growth stimulation. There are only few other authors that performed similar experiments and they also assessed the difference in isoflavone accumulation and composition after PGPR inoculation in soybean cell culture, seedlings and seeds, however, there is no data about isoflavone content and antioxidant properties of PGPR-inoculated soybean throughout the ontogenesis period, as well as in soybean grown under field conditions.
