Response to Referee B
We would like first to thank the Referee B for the positive evaluation of our work and for his proposal “to discuss the adsorption data in respect of the functionality of the used dye and the type of adsorption sites of the composite materials”. 

Indeed, this is an important scientific problem. 
However, the aim of the present work is before all to demonstrate that employing a simple and energetically effective method it is possible to recycle a waste (the boiler slag) into a material with a high content of valuable zeolite phases. Moreover, our initial adsorption investigation reported in the present study shows that this material is characterized with good adsorption properties regarding malachite green, and could be used for purifying polluted waters from textile, paper, leather and fish industries. 
To clarify the adsorption behavior of malachite green (a cationic dye) onto the zeolite composite materials synthesized we plan further to carry out thorough investigations of this interesting scientific problem and thus to provide unequivocal interpretation of the adsorption data.
