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I am sending you my manuscript entitled " Zinc, copper and nickel complexes of a macrocycle synthesized from pyridinedicarboxylic acid: A spectroscopic, thermal and theoretical studies " via website of your Journal to be considered for possible publication in Journal of the Serbian Chemical Society.
This paper covers part of our new research program at Shahrood Universitry of Technology here in Iran. The synthesis and characterization of complexes with metal ions that exhibit both biological activity and ability to bind to DNA is an active research area. Specially, thermal stability of these complexes makes them suitable for their use as catalysts. This has persuaded us to concentrate our attention to the synthesis of new complexes that has not been published previously.
A macrocycle ligand synthesized from pyridinedicarboxylic acid and three new complexes were prepared. The Cu(II) complex show good activity against Gram positive and Gram negative bacteria and fungi. The charges on the atoms of compounds have also been calculated, and it has been found that much electron transfer occurs from the macrocycle ligand to the central atoms in the complexes. This behaviour confirms a strong interaction of the macrocycle ligand with metal ions.
