I am pleased to submit an original research article titled “Biosorption of Congo Red and Methylene Blue by pretreated waste Streptomyces fradiae biomass –equilibrium, kinetic and thermodynamic studies” by Z. Velkova, G. Kirova, M. Stoytcheva and V. Gochev for consideration for publication in Journal of the Serbian Chemical Society. 
In this manuscript, we show that waste pretreated Streptomyces fradiae biomass, can be used as an effective eco-friendly biosorbent for cationic and anionic dye removal from aqueous solutions. The biosorbent was characterized by FTIR spectroscopy. By set of experiments optimum biosorption conditions, equilibrium, kinetic and thermodynamic of process were studied. The advantage of the pretreated biosorbent over other sorbents for dye removal is that the pH has an insignificant effect on the biosorption of the anionic dye. The dye biosorption was exothermic and spontaneous. 
Our manuscript gives a base for future studies of the utilization and application of waste biomass as sorbent for removal of Congo Red and Methylene Blue.
We believe that this manuscript is appropriate for publication by Journal of the Serbian Chemical Society because the journal publishes articles from the fields of environmental chemistry, and biotechnology.
