We would like to submit the enclosed manuscript entitled “Degradation of Polycyclic Aromatic Hydrocarbons in Contaminated Soil by Immobilized Laccase”, which we wish to be considered for publication as a research article in “Biochemistry and Biotechnology”. In this study, we used the immobilization methods of crosslinked - adsorption composite to immobilize the laccase derived from fungi onto nylon net and chitosan, respectively. Moreover, the two kinds of immobilized laccase were used in the degradation of PAHs contaminated soil. We also investigated the important factors (temperature and pH) that influencing degradation efficiencies and achieved the optimal conditions of immobilized laccase degradation of contaminated soil as follows: the temperature was set to 40 oC and the pH was set to 4. In the present study, the nylon net and chitosan were employed as new and simple carriers, since these immobilized carriers are accessible material and well-known to be both cost-effective and environmentally friendly.
