We are enclosing herewith a manuscript entitled “Novel silver(I) compounds with 1-adamantanamine” for publication in “Journal of the Serbian Chemical Society” for possible evaluation. 

As interest in your Journal is growing, and these are compounds with potential biological function (antibacterial and antiviral), we decided to submit our research results for publication. 
Information about compounds of 1-adamantanamine with metal ions, especially coordination compounds, are very sparse. Therefore, in this paper we report the first structures of any of the compounds of 1-adamantanamine as a sole electron donor, namely bis(1-adamantanamine)silver(I) nitrate, bis(1-adamantanamine)silver(I) perchlorate and bis(1-adamantanamine)silver(I) D-camphor-10-sulphonate complexes. We believe that our synthesis opens a new research field in adamantane chemistry. We were not able to perform X-ray and UV-VIS analysis due to high irradiation sensitivity of obtained crystals. Some of our latest works are within range of investigating camphorsulphonate ion behavior as new materials (Dejan A. Jeremić, Ilija Brčeski, et al. Large Single Crystals of Isomorphous Hexaaquametal(II) D-Camphor-10-sulfonates Cryst. Growth Des., 10 (2), pp 559–563, 2010.; Dejan Jeremić, Ilija Brčeski et al. Tetraaquabis(D-camphor-10-sulfonato)calcium(II) Acta Cryst. C65, m143–m145 2009).
