 I am pleased to submit a note article entitled “Chitosan/Zeolite composite membranes for eliminating trace metal ions in evacuation permeability process” by Ms. Trang Thi Cam Truong, Mr. Kobayashi Takaomi and My Name. I would like to have the manuscript considered for publication in Journal of the Serbian Chemical Society. In this manuscript, chitosan and zeolite were composited by incorporation of zeolite into chitosan membranes in varying amounts from 50 to 100 wt. % of chitosan and glutaraldehyde was used to crosslinking. The zeolite loading in the chitosan membranes was varied in the range of 10 % - 50 %, showing high mechanical properties even in the high zeolite loading. Results are presented in terms of removal of trace metal ions. To our knowledge, this is the first approach to investigate this Chitosan/zeolite for eliminating trace metal ions from aqueous solutions. 

   In this manuscript, we show that at determined applied pressure, selectivity of the composite membranes to especially chromium (Cr) was observed in the order of Cr> As> Cd> Pb at pH 5.5. The composite membrane having zeolite loading with 20 wt. % showed the highest performance adsorption selectivity around 80 % of trace metal ions contained in aqueous solution, the amount of Chitosan and Zeolite as 80/20 in membrane shows great mechanical properties and separation performance to become a new potential wastewater treatment technology.

We believe that this manuscript is appropriate for publication in Journal of the Serbian Chemical Society because it link to Environmental Chemistry field one of sections belonging to the journal’s aims & scope. 

Our manuscript contributes a paradigm for future studies of the air treatment in environmental technology.
