We are submitting a manuscript for consideration as a full paper in Journal of the Serbian Chemical Society. The title of the manuscript is “Undecanol-ethanol-water ternary system based microextraction for the detection of cadmium”.
In this manuscript, we are reporting a novel solidified floating organic drop microextraction for determination of cadmium ions has been proposed after the formation of complex with complexing agent 2-(5-bromo-2 pyridylazo)-5-(diethylamino) phenol (5-Br-PADAP) and later analysis by graphic furnace atomic absorption spectrometry using undecanol-etanol-water ternary system as an extraction solvent. The proposed method was applied to the determination of trace cadmium ions in water, food and hair dye samples with satisfactory results.
