I am herewith enclosing the manuscript entitled “Antimicrobial and anti-tubercular activities of isolates and semi-synthetic derivatives of lichen Ramalina leiodea (Nyl.) Nyl.” for the consideration to the journal “Journal of the Serbian Chemical Society”. I am giving hereunder the importance of the work and its justification for publication as a Short Communication. 
Since isoniazid was synthesized and marketed in 1951, many other hydrazide analogues have been used clinically towards tuberculosis, but have limitations like toxicity, less tissue penetration and high index of adverse effects. In order to overcome all these aspects, we have designed and derivatized the natural metabolites into novel benzohydrazides, which having an aptitude of low toxicity and lesser side effects.

Moreover, the potency of all the metabolites and semi-synthetic derivatives were estimated by using standard in vitro antimicrobial and anti-tubercular activities. Therefore, in the light of these aforementioned advantages and novelty of the study undertaken, I feel the manuscript suits for publications in Journal of the Serbian Chemical Society in the category of Biochemistry and Biotechnology.
